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  According to the max. allowed working pressure, defined on the data plate, the pressure feed side of the vessel must have a suitable pressure regulating valve, a pressure safety valve approved and permitted by the competent authority of the region of use and gauge!  These safety devices against pressure overload must be locked to exclude unauthorized manipulations.
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  When filling and discharging inflammable fluids the vessel must be connected to ground.  A dip tube must be installed.  Connection lines and couplings must be designed in accordance to the allowed pressure and temperature range of the vessel.  Connection leads must be equipped with a shut off valve, when used with fluids of group 1.  The vessel must be easily accessible.  The installation of the vessel must be stable against tilting over.

Application in EX-restricted areas:

Don’t use the vessel at temperatures above the ignition point of fluids inside the vessel or the EX-area. After completion with accessories the risk of ignition has to be evaluated again.

To avoid the release of explosives gases the user has to guarantee the technical tightness of all closures and couplings, respectively to work according to the relevant national technical rules.

Operation

Some applications require detailed instructions and training measurements for specific operations and hazards.  If so, the user has to provide additional documentation and training courses for the operation employees.

Maintenance/Inspection

Vessels and its components to spray chemical for cleaning, disinfection, impregnation or plant protection purposes must be flushed with clear water daily, after each use and before a longer period of non usage.  The daily flush may be saved, when the chemicals are proofed to have no corrosive or blocking effect on the vessel materials.  

Periodically, at least yearly, the vessel should be checked to uncover leakage, beginning corrosion and mechanical damages.  The frequency depends on the conditions of operation and environment,.  Corrosive dots and speckles must be removed immediately by polishing.  It is recommended to eliminate the source of corrosion.
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  The user should avoid contact of solvents with labeled (not engraved) data plates.

The following chemicals and type of substances are not allowed as well:

· Hydrochloric Acid

· Hydrofluoric Acid

· Sulfuric Acid, dilute acid

· Phosphoric Acid

· Halogens like chlorine, iodine, fluorine, bromine and their salts, acids and other compounds

· Tools and utilities  consisting of ferritic material and any contact with extraneous rust
Special tools and maintenance instructions for MAV closures are provided by Micro Matic USA.  These tools are needed to replace the gaskets.

Open

The vessel has to be depressurized before opening.

Do not us force!  For cleaning and inspection purposes use the OEM tool to remove the fitting.
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  Dangerous or hot fluids and vapor can escape.  Protect your hands and eyes!   Shut off and remove all pressurized lines, which are connected to the vessel.

Close:  
Check the gasket and replace it, if necessary.   Clean the seal seat.
Please check the tightness of the vessel after each closing.  Close all open coupling with matching plugs for this operation.  The pressure should reach at least 1/3 of the maximal allowed pressure and remain stable.  Use suggested air test method:  a soap solution or totally immerse container if necessary in a water bath.

Recurrent Examinations
The user has to take the necessary steps to ensure that recurrent checks and approvals, defined and directed by local regulations, are carried out accordingly.
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
